TENDER CONDITIONS FOR DISPLAY OF ADVERTISEMENT IN KSRTC BUS STATIONS, SHELTERS AND CERTAIN LAND FOR THE PERIOD 
FROM 15.02.2012 TO 14.02.2015 (3 YEARS)
1) Sealed tenders are invited from individuals and interested firms for contract to display of advertisements (Hoardings) in KSRTC Bus Stations and Bus Shelters and Bus Station/Workshop/Land basis (Details of Bus Stations annexed separately) for three years from 15.02.2012 to 14.02.2015.
2) The Tender Form containing the tender conditions can be had from the Office of the Chairman & Managing Director during office hours on payment basis, which are not refundable under any circumstances.
3) The Tenderer/ Auctioneer shall guarantee a fixed amount as contract amount for a period of THREE years.

4) The license will be confirmed to the Party who quotes the highest amount from among in auction and tender.

5) The Corporation shall normally accept the highest offer in the auction/ tender but the Corporation reserves the right to accept or reject any of the tenders without showing any reason if such a step is deemed necessary to safeguard the interest of the Corporation.

6) The tenderer should give an indication in the tender the experience he possesses and the extent of the present business in the particular field.

7) Earnest Money (as detailed in the Tender Notice of Even No. dated 05.01.2012) will have to be deposited along with each tender. The earnest money in the form of Demand Draft drawn in favour of the Financial Advisor & Chief Accounts Officer, KSRT Corporation, Transport Bhavan, Thiruvananthapuram payable at Thiruvananthapuram should be enclosed with the tender. Cheques will not be accepted. The Earnest Money Deposit of the successful Tenderer/Bidder shall be adjusted in the last installment at any time the Corporation may deem fit.

8) Sealed tenders will be received in the Office of the Managing Director till 15:00 hours on 30.01.2012 and will be opened at 14.00 hours on 31.01.2012 (details given with the Tender Notice below) in the same office in the presence of tenderers or their authorised nominees.

9) No tenders will be accepted after the stipulated date and time specified herein. Tender form contains more than one or a part of whole bus station will not be accepted.

10) Tenders shall be addressed to the Managing Director, Kerala State Road Transport Corporation, Transport Bhavan, Fort Thiruvananthapuram in sealed cover, super scribed ‘TENDER FOR THE GRANT OF RIGHT TO DISPLAY ADVERTISEMENTS IN KSRTC BUS STATIONS AND BUS SHELTERS’ and Tender No. and due date.
11) If any tenderer withdraws his tender, the EMD shall be forfeited. Withdrawal of tender by the successful tenderer will entail forfeiture of EMD and the assured advance without further notice. Moreover the difference in amount between the highest bidder and the second highest bidder will also be realised from the successful tenderer (if he withdraws the tender) invoking provisions of Bank Guarantee or Solvency Certificate. The loss sustained due to the withdrawal of successful tenderer will be realised from him/them.
12) The successful Tenderer should remit 2% of the total contract amount (the Assured Advance) on the spot and this amount will be adjusted in the future advance remittance of 1/3rd of the total contract amount. The licensee shall execute the agreement and remit 20% of the total contract amount as Security Deposit before the commencement of licence period or as specified in the provisional confirmation order.
13) The successful tenderer shall pay to the Corporation 1/3rd  of the total contract amount less 2% (the assured advance) already remitted, in cash or by Bank Draft before the execution of the agreement and the balance of the contract amount in 20 (Twenty only) equal monthly installments in advance.

14) The 20% of the contract amount remitted as Security Deposit will be released to the party after the satisfactory completion of contract period without interest. In the event of failure on the part of the contractor to remit the installments in the manner specified herein interest @18% per annum for the defaulted days for each monthly installment shall be realised (i.e. interest will be calculated from the 1st day of the respective month). Default of any monthly installment beyond ninety days shall not be allowed under any circumstances and the Corporation reserves the right to cancel the contract in such cases, without prior notice. The contractor is liable to compensate the Corporation any loss so sustained.
15) The successful tenderer shall be required to execute an agreement, in stamped paper of worth Rs.100/- (Rs. One Hundred only) as per the draft prescribed by the Corporation embodying the conditions specified herein and such other terms and conditions as may be considered necessary.
16) The contractor shall remit the monthly installments before the 5th day of each month. The remittance of monthly installments should made from the first month of the commencement of contract period and should be completed before the 21st month from the date of commencement of contract period.
17) In the cases of failure of the successful tenderer/ contractor to fulfill the conditions before the commencement of the contract or to remit the payment of the monthly installments on the due dates or to abide by the terms and conditions of the agreement, the Managing Director will have the right to cancel the contract and to award the contract to another contractor or carry out the work by the Corporation as the Corporation deems fit and any amount paid by the contractor to the corporation will be forfeited. Besides the contractor shall be liable for any loss caused to the Corporation by reason of cancelling the contract. The amount due to the Corporation shall be realised invoking provisions of bank guarantee or solvency certificate or under provisions of Revenue Recovery Act as arrears of land revenue or under the provisions of law in force from any amount due to the contractor for on any account or in any other manner the Corporation may deem fit.
18) No representation for the reduction of rates once accepted will be entertained under any circumstances.

19) The Corporation shall have the power to cancel the contract entered into with the contractor with one-month notice, if it considers that such cancellation is necessary in the interest of the Corporation. The contractor shall abide by such decision of the corporation.

20) The contractor shall be liable to pay advertisement fees, taxes or any other amount levied by the Government, Municipal Corporation, Municipalities or other local authorities from time to time and produce the proof of remittance to KSRTC along with each payment. The contractor shall remit Service Tax in KSRTC along with each payment. If the contractor is not remitting these statutory levies / taxes, the particular amount with interest, penalty imposed by Government / local bodies (i.e. taxes and levies etc.) will be realised from the amount remitted by the contractor towards security deposit (i.e. 20% of the contract amount). If such liability exceeds the Security Deposit (20% of contract amount) such liability will be realised from the contractor invoking provision of Bank Guarantee or under the provision of Kerala Revenue Recovery act then in force.
21) The security amount will be refunded to the contractor after the successful completion of the contract period and on production of the certificate from the Government or any local bodies concerned to the effect that all the claims on account of advertisement taxes etc. have been cleared by the contractor and that there is no default in payment or breach of agreement.

22) No space shall be let out to the contractor for the display of advertisements beyond the date of expiry of contract.

23) Fixing, painting and removing of advertisements shall be done by the contractor at his own cost and risk. He shall not be allowed to drill holes in the constructions and fittings of bus stations and Bus Shelters. The work of fixing and painting of advertisements must be carried out in such a way that it shall neither make hindrance to service operations, nonoperational revenue, nor the beauty of the Bus stations and Bus shelters. As far as possible the work shall be conducted preferably during night time.

24) Advertisements which offend any law or hurt religious feelings of people or against public morality or defamatory or the display of which is prohibited by any lawful authority, shall not be displayed by contractor in the bus stations and Bus shelters of the Corporation. The Corporation reserves the right to refuse the display of any advertisements. The contractor will not be allowed to paint any of the advertisement in Bus station Buildings.

25) Display of advertisements will not be allowed in any Bus stations or Bus Shelters other than the bus station allotted.

26) The Corporation reserves the right to exhibit any Advertisement of KSRTC or any advertisement sponsored by the Corporation in its Bus stations and Bus shelters subject to the condition that such Advertisement does not occupy more than 10% of space available. The Corporation will also be at liberty to utilize any space not included in the contract for any purpose, it may deem fit.
27) Display of advertisements by way of electronic and electrical systems such as Neon Boards, Video Displays, Closed Circuit T.V, L.C.D, GPS etc. are excluded from the scope of this quotation. Corporation has the right to let out the right to display of advertisement through L.C.D/ Electronic / Digital Display during the currency of the contract period.
28) The decision of the Managing Director on all matters arising out of this notice will be final, conclusive and legally binding on all parties concerned. The Managing Director reserves the right to cancel the quotation without showing any reason.

29) Disputes if any, arising out of this agreement shall be settled within the jurisdiction of Courts at Thiruvananthapuram.
