     The envelope containing the tender should be superscribed "TENDER FOR THE SALE OF USED ENGINE OIL/GEAR OIL ON RUNNING CONTRACT 2011".  Every offer should be accompanied with the  receipt of remittance of E.M.D. in cash or D/D.  The offers without E.M.D. will  be rejected.  The rates should be quoted in Indian Rupees. for one litre,  with Barrel in figures and in words legibly without  any correction.  Correction, if found necessary on the rates,it should be written separately.  In such cases, the correction should be duly attested by the tenderer with full signature and seal.

3.      TENDER CONFIRMATION



The tenders will be opened at the specified date and time in the Office of   the Managing Director in the presence of those tenderers or their accredited agents as may desire to be present (Only one person for each tender will be admitted.).In case of agents /representatives they must produce proper authorisation from the original tenderer. The presentees must record their signature in the register of tenders,  in token of their presence,  at the time of opening of the tenders.

The highest offer will normally be accepted if all other conditions are 

satisfied.  But the Corporation reserves the right to accept, reject or cancel the whole or any portion of the tender without assigning any reason thereon and  does not bind to accept the highest or any other offer.  The Corporation also reserves  the right to withdraw the whole or any part there of at its discretion at any stage prior to actual sale. 

5.      The successful tenderer will have to remit an amount of Rs. 2,00,000/- (Rupees Two Lakhs Only) as security deposit in addition to the E.M.D. with in 15 days, on the date of confirmation of tender.  

6.  He should execute contractual agreement as per draft prescribed by the Corporation in Indian Stamp Paper worth Rs. 100/- for the satisfactory fulfillment of  the contract, within fifteen days  from  the date of confirmation. The lifting  of the materials will be allowed only after execution of agreement and furnishing of security deposit.  If the successful tenderer fails to remit this amount or execute the agreement within the time specified, he will be declared as a defaulter and his security deposit amount will be forfeited.  The Security deposit will be released only after the contractual obligations are over.

7.   Present accumulation  is  4Lakhs Litres (Approximately) and the  probable accumulation is 55,000 Litres /month(Approximately).

8.     The used engine oil/gear oil is offered on as is where is condition at all units of the Corporation.  The removal of the item will be done by the contractor at his own cost and his own arrangements with the permission of the officer in-charge of the Unit during working hours without causing any damages or loss or any hindrance to the working of the Office / Workshop and as per the safety norms fixed by Pollution Control Authorities.  

9.    When the Contractor is nominating any other person for the removal of the item, the Contractor should send proper authorization through the authorised nominee duly attesting the signature by the Contractor.

10.  The present accumulation in all the K.S.R.T.C. Units should be removed within two months from the date of confirmation and consequent accumulation should be cleared in every month. The accumulation up to 31.12.2011 should be cleared before 31.01.2012. No further grace time will be allowed in this regard. 

11.    The Corporation has the right to keep a portion of the offered material for its own use or among other Government organisations or any STUS or any other agencies as desired by Corporation. 

12.   If the contractor fails to remove the used engine oil/gear oil within the period mentioned above, the Corporation will terminate the contract and forfeit the full amount of security deposit  and EMD remitted by the Contractor without any notice. In such a situation, Corporation reserves the right to go for retender for the disposal of the materials   .

RETURN OF E.M.D:

(a)
The E.M.D. remitted by the unsuccessful tenderers, will  be refunded as  early as practicable after the finalization of the tender.   No interest will be given for E.M.D. and Security Deposit.

    (b) The offer once made cannot be withdrawn or modified under any circumstances .The withdrawal or modification offer once made will result in the forfeiture of EMD. In such occasions, the tenderer will not have the right to claim the refund of EMD.

 The conditions thus entered into have to be scrupulously observed by the contractors. Failure on the part of the contractor for the observance of the said conditions will result in the forefeiture of his right on the materials and the security deposit furnished.But the Managing Director reserves the right to take an appropriate decision on such issues.

15.    In case the contractor fails to execute the contractual obligations he has already entered into,  the Corporation reserves the right to terminate the contract and arrange the re-disposal of the item in any manner deemed fit and recover the loss if any sustained by the Corporation.  On this account the loss will be realised from the Security Deposit/EMD amount remitted by the default contractor. If the security deposit or EMD is not sufficient to meet the loss ,the balance amount, if any, steps will be taken to recover the loss from movable and immovable property of the contractor according to Law.
