7.  The Contractor should produce proof of residence and address issued by Village Officer / a Gazetted Officer.  The tender which are not accompanied by the above document will be rejected.

8.  The materials are offered on 'as is where is’ basis and no warranty of condition or suitability for further use or for any purpose is intended or given.

 9.  The materials offered will be available at Central Works, Pappanamcode, Thiruvananthapuram, the Regional workshops at Edappal and Aluva of this Corporation.

 10. The contractors will not have the right to refuse the acceptance of the accumulation.  The contractor has to accept the purchase of any quantity available at the rates offered by them.   KSRT Corporation also holds the right to withdraw a part or whole of the quantity tendered for sale for the use of the Corporation or sale to other departments or agencies, Corporation etc or other STU’S at its discretion.

4. Proof of address such as attested copy of Electoral card, Driving License, passport, Bank Account Pass Book should be attached along with the tender form.

5. Copy of this tender notice should be signed and sealed by the tender as a token of acceptance of terms and conditions.

The envelopes containing the Tenders in respect of each Workshop should be superscribed " Tenders for the sale of Scrap Tyres,  Tubes & Flaps on running contract basis", at Central Works/ Edappal/ Aluva(Scores the name of workshop which is not applicable) All offers should be accompanied with the cash receipts or Demand drafts, as the case may be. Details of remittance should also be furnished in the envelopes or in the original tender itself.  Offers received later than the time and date specified will not be considered.  The rates should be shown both in figures and words without any correction. (In case correction if any,  the rates should be scored and written separately and in such cases the correction should be attested by the tenderer with full signature).

The highest offer will be normally accepted.  But the Managing Director reserves the right to accept, reject or cancel the whole or any portion of the tender without assigning any reasons thereof and is not bound to accept the highest offer or any other offer.

The tenders will be opened at the office of the Mechanical Engineer (W), Central works, Pappanamcode in the presence of those tenderers or their accredited agents as may desire to be present (Only one person for each tender will be admitted.)  Agents who are being deputed to be present should be in possession of valid authorization from the tenderer. Negotiation will be conducted after the opening of the sealed tenders, if the undersigned desires so.

15. Tender offers once submitted shall not be withdrawn or modified until their final disposal. No request for reduction in the rates once offered will be entertained under any circumstances.

16. The decision of the Managing Director will be final and legally binding in all matters concerning this tender proceedings.

17. The materials will be available for removal from the allotted workshop only on receipt of the intimation of acceptance of offer from the officers concerned .

Successful bidders have to collect confirmation memo, from the Unit Officers concerned or Mechanical Engineer (W), on the same day of tender itself.  They are requested to execute an agreement as per draft prescribed by the Corporation in Indian Stamp paper worth Rs.100/- for the satisfactory fulfillment of the contract within 15 days from the date of confirmation or before lifting the materials whichever is earlier.  The lifting of materials will be allowed only after executing the agreement.  Failure of the tenderer to fulfill the above conditions within the stipulated time will absolve KSRT Corporation from the acceptance already issued to the tenderer and permits it to arrange the sale of materials by resorting to retender or in any other manner deemed fit.  In such cases the loss sustained to KSRTC in the transaction will be recovered from that particular tenderer by any means open to KSRTC.

20. The removal of the materials accumulated up to the date of confirmation should be completed by the contractor within 30 days from the date of confirmation at his own cost and his own arrangement with the permission of the officer - in -charge of the concerned Workshop during  working hours without causing damages or loss to the premises or property of the Corporation, after making payment of the entire cost of the materials available including statutory levies such as VAT, Income Tax, at source applicable  etc.,  at the prevailing rates and other taxes thereon as well as any dues.  When the contractor nominates any other person for removal of the materials, the contractor shall send proper authorization through the nominee.  In such cases full address of the contractor and the nominee have to be given.  On no account the contractor is allowed to retain the accumulation for more than 30 days (i.e., the accumulation during February should be removed before 31st of March)
