1.Diamentions: 
(a)  Inner Diameter of the core        : 12.00mm 

     (b)  Outer Diameter of the core       : 16.00mm (maximum). 

     (c)  Width of the paper                    : 57.00mm 

(d)  Length of the paper                   : 15.00mtr/roll. 

(e)  Diameter of the Roll                  : 37mm +  5 %

2. Paper should be wound tightly around the core without adhesive tape, adhesive or other foreign material used to attach the paper stock to the core. This would ensure that the paper is used till the end and no damage is caused to the Thermal Print Head of Electronic Ticketing Machine by Cello-tape, adhesive or other foreign material. 

3. Roll Tightness       : Paper should be wound tightly to prevent accidental   

                                   telescoping. 

4. Printing             : Each roll to be printed with “Kerala SRTC” continuously along the extreme left and right vertically in the front side in maroon colour. A red marking is to be given on the printing side at the end of each roll for 30cms, so as to indicate the end of the roll easily. 

5. Image Properties : Image Colour: Black 

6. Core                    : The length of the core should not exceed the specified 

size. It should not be projected on any side of the roll. Special care shall be

taken in rolling the paper so as to suit the ticketing machine.

7. Packing           :  20 rolls wrapped in thick strong polythene packet and such 10 packets covered in a corrugated box with convenient packing.
