2.  Tender forms are available at Central Works, PPD, Regional Workshop, Mavelikkara, Aluva and Edappal on payment of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand only) + 4.04% VAT. Tender form can also be downloaded from Website. If so the cost of tender form should be attached in the form of DD drawn in favour of Financial Advisor & Chief Accounts Officer, Transport Bhavan, Fort, Thiruvananthapuram. Tenders which are not in the prescribed form will be rejected. The cost of Tender form is not refundable.

3.  Tenders should be submitted in the prescribed form in sealed cover, and superscribed as “Tender for the disposal of scrapped Buses of                         …………………………………workshop” (Please fill the name of workshop). 

4. Separate Tenders should be submitted for the buses available at each workshop along with the Earnest Money required. The name of the Workshop, should be clearly specified on the cover containing the  tender.  

5. The tender which are duly filled and accompanied with required EMD shall be submitted at Central Works, Pappanamcode on or before 26.04.2011 at 15.00 Hrs 
6. The scrapped vehicles are offered on “as is where is” condition and no warranty of their condition or suitability for any purpose is given.

7. Intending tenderers should remit an amount of Rs.10,000/-  (in cash/ Demand Draft) for each scrapped buses as Earnest Money  Deposit. In case of Demand Draft it has to be drawn in favour of Financial Advisor & Chief Accounts Officer, Transport Bhavan, Fort, Thiruvananthapuram and attach with tender.  If the EMD is remitted in cash, it has to be remitted at concerned workshops, where the tenders are accepted.

8. The scrapped vehicles can be inspected during office hours with         permission of the concerned Unit Officers from  11.04.2011.
9. On no account Earnest Money will be accepted after the due date and         time fixed.  No interest will be paid for earnest money remitted. 

10. Tenders should be accompanied with the proof of residential address of the tenderer (Attested copy of ration card, Electoral Card, Driving              License  or certificate from a Gazetted Officer).

11. Tenderers should quote the rate for each scrapped vehicle against the vehicle number in the tender form.

12. Serial Number of E M D receipt / Demand Draft should be mentioned in the tender failing which the tender is liable for rejection.

13. The rate of each scrapped vehicle should be written in figures and in       words clearly.  Please avoid correction.  In case of any correction it should be signed by the tenderer.  The sealed tender superscribed with Name of Workshop & EMD details should contain following documents.

1) Cost of tender form in the form of Cash receipt /DD.

2) EMD in the form of DD/ Cash receipt

3) Tender form duly filled and signed by the tenderer.

4) Proof of address as mentioned in clause 10.

The copy of the tender notice should be signed by the tenderer and should be attached with the tender as a token of acceptance
14. The highest offer will normally be accepted, but the Managing   Director reserves the right to accept/reject or cancel the whole or any portion of the tender without assigning any reasons thereof and   does not bind himself to accept the highest or any other offers.  The                   Managing Director also reserves the right to withdraw the whole or any part thereof at his own discretion at any   steps prior to actual release of the scrapped vehicles.  If the tender amount is not found reasonable the Managing Director   reserves the   right for   arranging negotiations with the parties for better terms. 

15. The successful tenderers will have to remit 20% of the tendered amount in addition to the earnest money at close of tender.  If the successful tenderer fails to remit this amount as soon as the tender is over, he will be declared as a defaulter and his earnest money will be forfeited and liable for re-tender or negotiation desired by the Managing Director     or his nominee.  The defaulter will not be allowed to participate in the   tender of the remaining scrapped vehicles.

16. VAT at the prevailing rate will also be levied. 

17. The earnest money remitted by the successful tenderers can be adjusted towards the bid amount.  The earnest money of the unsuccessful       tenderers will be refunded as early as practicable after the tender is completed.

18.  The Officer who conducts the disposal also reserves the right to   conduct a negotiation if the tender value is less than the expected.

19.  Spot confirmation order will be given to the successful tenderers by      the officer concerned.

20. The successful tenderers should remit the balance amount in full with      VAT as per rules and I.T. at source within 15 days from the date of    confirmation and the scrapped vehicles should be removed within 45 working  days from the date of confirmation order.

21. In case the vehicles are not removed within the period specified in clauses 20 the Unit Officers concerned are authorized to extend the time limit  and in such cases the parties have to pay the ground rent at Rs. 50/-  per day for each scrapped vehicle from the 46th  working day onwards up to the date of removal. If the amount is not remitted as specified in clause 20 Penal interest at the rate of 24% per annum for the outstanding amount     due from the 16th day onwards up to the date of remittance.  But no    extension will be allowed for more than 65 working days from the date of      confirmation on any account.  No communication will be made from     KSRTC on this matter.

22. In case the scrapped vehicles are not removed within 65 working days from the date of Confirmation of tender, the Managing Director   reserves the right to forfeit the amount already remitted and arrange the disposal of the scrapped vehicles through any other source without further notice to the     party and in such cases the tenderer will not have any claim for any refund.

23. The decision of the Managing Director will be final and legally binding on all matters concerning to this notice and tender.

24. The Managing Director reserves the right to cancel this tender proceeding at any stage of the process.
