TENDER CONDITIONS FOR SUPPLY AND FITMENT OF GLASSES TO 12 M SUPER EXPRESS BUSES
1. The rate quoted must be PER BUS, and should be inclusive of material cost, taxes & Excise duty, transportation charges, loading & unloading costs and fitment charges per bus body at Regional workshop Edappal or any other workshops of the Corporation. In other words the rate to be paid by the Corporation after fitment of glasses with frames on one bus body need be stated.  Supply and fitment of glass and allied materials should be strictly in accordance with the sample accepted.

2. The actual maker’s name of glass and frame must be clearly stated.  Supply and fitment of glasses and allied materials should be according to specification and conforming to samples supplied by the tenderer and shall be subject to the approval of the Managing Director.

3. The CMD does not bind himself to accept the lowest or any offer and reserves the right to select one or more from the offers as considered necessary.  The contractor should arrange to fit the glass with frame on the bus body within one week from the completion of the bus structure.  If the contactor fails to arrange the work in accordance with the above condition he shall be liable to compensate to the Corporation @ 5% of the rate quoted per bus for 7 days or part thereof.

4. The quantity noted in the Tender form is approximate only. The CMD is not bound to order the full quantity shown.

5. All order placed by the KSRTC must be executed within the prescribed time limit of the order. If the supplier fails to supply and fix the materials on or before the specified date or in the event of the materials supplied being rejected, the work orders are liable to be cancelled.  If the supply is not made within the stipulated time it shall be open to the KSRTC to cancel the order and to get the required material from the open market at the cost and risk of the contractor. The KSRTC may deduct the difference in price between the ordered rate and the rate actually paid for from the contractor or from any money that may be due to the contractor or by any means.
6. The CMD may reject any or all of the supplies made which he considers as not suitable for the purpose for which they are ordered or due to inferior quality or not up to or in accordance with the sample furnished and his opinion in the matter shall be final and not liable to be questioned by the tenderer or any one on his behalf.   The tenderer shall take back Rejected articles at his cost within one week from the date of receipt of intimation. 

7. Payment will be made only after proper fitment to the vehicles and inspection by the Officers concerned. 

8. No representation for enhancement of price once accepted will be considered. 

9. Successful tenderer has to execute an agreement guaranteeing the fulfillment of the contract entered into for supply and fitment and quality & performance of the supply effected in Indian stamp paper of value of Rs. 100/- and also have to furnish a Security deposit of 5%  of total tendered cost within  7  days of the orders placed on them.  

10.  The contract shall give warranty for the items supplied for a period of two years for any manufacturing defect, poor workmanship, poor quality of materials etc., and he will arrange to repair the damaged glasses, frames or any accessories used within 24 hours from the time of communication to him.  The loss for the delay caused will be deducted from his security amount at the rate of Rs. 1,000/-(Rs. One thousand only) per day. 

11. Tender should contain EMD of 1% of Total cost in the form of DD from any Nationalised drawn in favour of FA&CAO,KSRTC, Thiruvananthapuram, payable at Thiruvananthapuram.

12.  This form should be signed and returned to this office intact along with the tender form.
